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Current Employment Statistics Summary, October 2016

Nonfarm payroll employment rose by
161,000 in October. So far this year, job gains
for the nation have averaged 181,000 per
month, compared to an average monthly
increase of 229,000 in 2015. Over the month,
employment continued to trend up in health
care, professional and business services and
financial activities.

Average hourly earnings of all employees
on private-sector payrolls rose by 10 cents or
0.4 percent over the month. Hourly earnings
are up 2.8 percent over the year. Average
weekly hours, at 34.4 hours, were unchanged
in October.

The employment change for September
revised up from +156,000 to +191,000, and
the change for August revised up from

+167,000 to +176,000. Including revisions, job

growth has averaged 176,000 over the past 3
months.

+52,000 Education and Health Services

Health care employment rose by 31,000 in
October. Ambulatory health care services
accounted for 19,000 of the increase.
Employment in hospitals increased by 13,000
over the month, and the industry has added
119,000 jobs so far this year.

Within professional and technical services,
employment in management and technical
consulting (+5,000) and computer systems
design and related services (+8,000) continued
to trend up in October.

So far this year, this industry has
added 434,000 jobs, with the professional and
technical components accounting for more
than half of the increase (+247,000).

The one-month diffusion index for manufacturing rose by 6.3 points to
48.1. A value below 50 indicates that more manufacturing industries are
losing jobs than adding them.

In manufacturing, average weekly hours increased by 0.1 hour to 40.8
for all employees, and by 0.2 hour to 41.9 hours for production employees.

In October, employment in retail trade was essentially unchanged

prior 12 months. Gas prices (EIA) increased by 6 cents over the month,
while the Consumer Confidence Index (The Conference Board) declined
by 4.9 points in October.

Within retail trade, employment decreased in electronics and
appliance stores (-11,000) and clothing and clothing accessories stores
(-16,000). Since reaching a peak in February, employment in electronics
and appliance stores has decreased by 17,000, after increasing by the
same number in the prior 12 months. Employment in clothing and
clothing accessories stores has shown little net change in 2015 and
2016.
