Nonfarm employment increased by
196,000 in March. Over the month,
employment rose in health care and in
professional and technical services.

The employment change for February
revised up from +20,000 to +33,000, and the
change for January revised up from +311,000
to +312,000. With these revisions, job growth
has averaged 180,000 thus far in 2019,
compared to 223,000 in 2018.

Average hourly earnings of all private-
sector employees increased by 4 cents in
March, after rising by 10 cents in February.
Over the year, hourly earnings have risen by
3.2 percent. Average weekly hours, at 34.5
hours, rose 0.1 hour in March, after a 0.1-hour
decline in February.

Health care added 49,000 jobs in March.
Within the industry, employment increased in
ambulatory care services (+27,000), with
offices of dentists adding 5,000 jobs and home
health care services adding 8,000 jobs.
Hospital employment also rose by 14,000.
Over the past 12 months, health care has
added 398,000 jobs.
