(-4,000), after increasing by 59,000 during the first 2 months of
2018. Industry employment has shown little net change since
January 2017.

In general merchandise stores, employment decreased by
13,000, offsetting a February increase. Job losses occurred in both
department stores (-8,000) and general merchandise stores,
including warehouse clubs and supercenters (-5,000).

Employment changed little in building materials and garden
supply stores in March; however, it has grown by 47,000 over the
past year. Employment in all other retail trade component
industries was also little changed in March.
