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Using scanner data of prices and quantities of cereal purchases, we construct several
populations having known consumer price indexes.  Then, through simulation, we
compare the degree to which accurate estimation of the population targets is achieved by
a variety of commonly used sampling methods and different index estimators.  Of
particular interest is the comparison of probability and judgmental approaches to
sampling.
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
