In fact, previous
workshop a ttendees have citedt hese sessions consistentlya mong their favorites, not just
because oftheir interest in the topics presented, but because the presentations give
practical examples of how the data can be used in research.

While we cannot offer any honoraria to presenters, the workshop is free of charge to all
who come. Past workshops have averaged about 50 attendees. Ifspace permits, we will
extend invitations to the local professional community to attend the sessions, so you can
anticipate a significant audience for your presentation.

Bythe way, ifyou have a colleague who might be interested in presenting, please
forward this invitation. Also please note that the workshop is an excellent forum for
graduate students to gain experience presenting their work, and to get help ful comments
onresearch in development, including dissertation proposals or theses in progress.
