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For example, among occupations often found in schools… 
		  Librarians ($56,880) earn more than library assistants ($24,480) and library technicians ($32,310). Librarians typically need a master’s degree to enter  
		  the occupation, while library technicians typically need a postsecondary nondegree award and library assistants a high school diploma for entry.
		  Preschool teachers, except special education ($28,570) earn less than kindergarten teachers, except special education ($51,640) and elementary 
		  school teachers, except special education ($54,980). Kindergarten and elementary school teachers typically need a bachelor’s degree for entry, 
		  while preschool teachers typically need an associate’s degree for entry.
		  Education administrators in elementary and secondary schools are among the highest-paid occupations in schools ($90,410); these administrators 
		  typically need a master’s degree and 5 years or more of related work experience for entry.
