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What is the National

For some parts of the
survey, you will wear earphones and hear
the questions read by the computer and
enter your answers yourself. Your parent

or guardian will be in your home while you
complete the survey.

Do | have to participate in this
survey?

What types of questions will | be
asked?

Questions will be about school, jobs,
health, family, and your social life.

Why am | being asked to
participate?

You were chosen to represent youth in your
age group. Your responses to the survey
will represent other youth your age across
the country.

How often will | be asked to take
part in the NLSY27?

The NLSY27 is a longitudinal survey that
will interview the same group of youth over
time. Youth who participate will represent
their generation as they move from school
to work and into adulthood.
